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Instructions for Updating Software
GreenStar™ Displays and System Components

These instructions cover installing GreenStar™ LiveUpdate, downloading updates, and
updating GreenStar™ displays along with system components. GreenStar™ LiveUpdate is
a utility that runs on a laptop or desktop and is compatible with MS Windows operating
systems. It provides an alert when an update is available and manages the downloading
and handling of update files for GreenStar™ displays and system components including
StarFire™ Receivers, Original GreenStar™ Displays, GreenStar™ Rate Controller, etc.
